I. VISION 

Our project seeks to improve family and community relationships amongst low-income families in the Ann Arbor area.  Based on our experiences and discussions with directors at low-income communities, such as Bryant Community center in Ann Arbor, there is a need to create opportunities to help parents invest in the lives of their children. Often times, activities geared towards low-income communities are primarily focused on the children or senior citizens, but the parents are conspicuously absent. In order to address this discrepancy, we wanted to create an avenue for parents to get involved with the community.  The heart of this project is to first determine the need in the area and then utilize skill sets of the people within the local church.  

II. FEASIBILITY 
We plan to help connect parents and children via monthly evenings designed to include both age groups.  We will reach out to parents by personally inviting them to come out to these events as well as welcoming their input and involvement in organizing these activities.  Activities will be varied, ranging from family competitions such as Christmas tree decorating contests, game nights such as BINGO, to even classes such as parenting.  All the activity ideas will be simple, cost-efficient, and easy to plan for, making it feasible for anyone interested.  Although initially, these monthly gatherings will be led by the local church members our long term goal is that the parents in the community would take ownership of the group and help create and implement future ideas.  With time, we hope that this can become a partnership between the community and the local church, driven by initiatives from the community itself. We want to base our project on the theme “we can learn from each other,” which not only empowers the parents in the community, but also the people within the local church. 

III. SOCIAL, SPIRITUAL & GLOBAL IMPACT
Through the avenue of the Transformaspheres, our goal is to provide activities that seek to help restore strong family relationships with solid biblical values, which is also an important social need. The primary targeted spheres are domestic issues and education, though the other spheres have as much potential to be incorporated (for example, teaching arts and crafts, discussing health prevention). Also, this could be a way for high school students to get involved in extracurricular activities, that will in turn not only benefit their future college applications or job resumes, but also help set up a path for success. 

The local church will be able to implement this idea within various communities, regardless of cultural or religious differences, as the need for improved relationships between parents and children exist regardless of culture or religion.  By establishing a commitment to building up a community, these activities can build and bridge relationships between church and community members, and ultimately open doors to share the Gospel message.
