Proposal

Olivia Kim and I (Zhen), as members of HMCC of Chicago and part of the AWESOME LifeGroup, ask you to consider our proposal to help refugees and underprivileged teens at Rogers Park’s Sullivan High School. 
Statement of Problem

Sullivan High School is a racially diverse school that is experiencing high rates of high school dropout rate (46 %) and low college attendance high school (50 % out of the 54 % who remains in school goes to college). Out of the 1,200 students (approximately 60% are African American, 30% are Latino, 94% are considered low income.  The school is labeled as a failing Chicago public school. 

Objective


The main purpose of this proposal is to connect a group of HMCC-Chicago members to step out into the community of Rogers Park to touch others with the transformative love and compassion of Jesus Christ in the sphere of Education. We want to collaborate with Sullivan High School to help with their Monday through Thursday afterschool Refugee Tutoring Program, ESL/ELL programs, and Bright Youth Program. 
1. This proposal will enable the  following students to reach their God-given potential via education 
· Underachieving students 

a. Tutor and help them complete homework assignments

· The Refugees

a. Rogers Park is known as the “melting pot” of Chicago and Sullivan High School represents the racial and cultural diversity found in this neighborhood.

b. One of the after programs caters to refugee students who are ELLs or English Language Learners. This program runs from 2: 45 PM to 3: 30 PM. Besides needing to learn English, one of the teachers of this program expressed that there is also a strong need for math tutors. 

· Bright youth 

a. Challenge and encourage high-achieving students to excel and continue their education 

2. This proposal will empower these students via mentoring/social support

· Education is not enough. We want to instill confidence in their abilities and reward them for effort and progress 
3. We also want to provide fun programs/extracurricular activities
4.  Connecting the church and building the community

a. Implement of “transcultural” model 

1. This proposal will also allow us to be culturally immerged and see that God’s heart is for all nations and tongues- Revelation 7:9

b. Building up the community to 

a. Build strong bonds of friendship and brother/sisterhood as we pair up or work together in set teams
b. Bring our unique gifts to serve and build each other up  - 1 Peter 4:10

c. Develop a greater heart for people together
c. Incorporating people of all stages

1. Because this is an afterschool program, not many adults can directly interact with kids. But we also want to implement a program for helping older students get into college. The adults can contribute to this task by designing a lesson/tutoring plan, buying test prep books for ACT/SAT, raising money for an HMCC college scholarship, etc.
